interviews, where each student presents some work for  

discussion. These sessions also provide an opportunity for  

parents to ask questions and teachers to discuss progress.  

In addition to this, using Compass, staff will complete a short 

overview of student progress, via a Progress Report. By  

accessing Compass, you will be able to learn where your child 

is in English and Mathematics, compared to the AusVELs  

Curriculum. Each child will receive a comment about both areas 

ð either at expected level, above expected level or below  

expected level. Three other work related areas will also be  

reported upon ð behaviour, effort and completion of  

homework. Behaviour and effort will have the same choices as 

for Term 2 and 4 reports: excellent, very good, good,  

satisfactory and needs attention. The area of completion of 

homework, will be scored as high, medium standard or needs 

attention. 

This is a great opportunity for students, parents and staff to  

collaboratively identify areas for celebration and improvement, 

and to talk about the upcoming end of year transition.
